Yes we have, this is the third attempt, and the city of High Point has indicated that we should be able 

Does any justice assistant information grants? Is this in addition to what they already have?

It is increased funding over the gov crime prevention, they have allocated to most of their grant programs, the city has applied in the formula, subset of victim assistance etc…

The community sustainable council meeting open to the public?

Meet 2nd Monday of the month at 3pm in city hall

Is the city/county going to do anything to reach out beyond what we are doing right now to offer info and take it to the grassroots level? 

Some of these programs will have a 2-3 year lifespan, the initial will get the program working there could/should be opps for agencies and ideas in the mix during year two or three, right now emphasis is on getting the funds engaged. The deadlines are so short you have to be in the pipeline dealing with the federal grant. 

How can we advocate making sure we make this happen? 

Misconception is that we have received money but we have not, looking for access to get info out to various parts of the city, city has an active mailing list and staff is available, please help the city make the connection. 

More info about the transitional employment is this through job link
Primarily aimed at adults and dislocated workers, not youth. Summer youth is mainly for youth to work during the 6-7 weeks of the summer. We are hoping to connect to the parents of the children we are working with 
How did you advertise for the summer youth programs?

Went into to the schools, summer programs, parks and rec, newspaper, churches, on TV, radio-thon 70% of funding has to be spent. What happens to the 30%? We will spend over the 70% and the plan is to do more intensive career planning, skill training, putting together programs and structures for the youth population stimulus funds go up to 24. The age is 19-24. 

What is considered a shovel ready project? If we do energy conservation do we have to create jobs, or just conserve

Shovel ready goes back to the bricks mortar, look at plans on the shelf and how far along we are on these projects and the city council made the decisions. There isn’t much funding that goes to bricks and mortar applies to transportation. Energy block grant, the answer is both, there is a lot of info you have to provide, document greenhouse gas, emissions, job creation etc. how you do it is difficult. The other source the stat has its own program there is an energy audit

Are there any stimulus funding dollars for re-entry into the community after incarceration? 

I don’t know specifically, this has not been approved out of 20mil for workforce development 13 mil goes to community colleges 7 mil having discussion with the juvenile justice and offenders, it has been recommended that these dollars be spent on the re-entry
Are there any matching funds we have to have to apply for stimulus funding?

For funding areas for municipalities, with fire and water and sewer there are but haven’t seen matching for discretionary dollars. 

The Neighborhood Stabilization Act has a minimum grant of 5 million dollars the overall grant it can have a number of activities

Increase of homelessness and job loss more folks are uninsured how will Guilford county respond to the uninsured (county rep) haven’t seen anything for the uninsured expect employer COBRA program. 

Is the NSP for abandoned or foreclosed homes?
Primary objective is for foreclosed home little difficult to get specific answers there is a provision to deal with abandoned and vacant properties, trying to get a consistent definition. There is a percentage you can use for other properties, you can do the homebuyer 

Is funding available for people looking for jobs to do internships or apprenticeships

On an individual basis, preliminary deliberations to work with the NC Dept of Labor to put an emphasis on Apprenticeships models back in place for youth/young adults. We are just now starting to think through green jobs and build a job base for green jobs, work with community colleges and universities.  Through the Dept of Labor there is money for green jobs and high skilled growth in healthcare area both of those competitive applications will be available and on the web.
